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Latar Belakang: Kepatuhan antenatal care dapat ditunjukkan melalui frekuensi 

kedatangan ibu. Sayangnya prevalensi kedatangan ibu hamil untuk melakukan 

antenatal care masih cukup rendah. Secara garis besar kematian hamil ibu dapat 

disebabkan karena rendahnya angka kunjungan ibu pada saat ANC karena 

keterlambatan deteksi dini kehamilan yang bermasalah. Tujuan: Penelitian ini 

bertujuan menganalisis hubungan riwayat kesehatan dengan kepatuhan ANC ibu 

trimester III di wilayah kerja Puskesmas Banyuputih Situbondo. Metode penelitian: 

Desain penelitian ini menggunakan korelasional dengan pendekatan cross-sectional. 

Besar populasi sebanyak 64 responden. Pemilihan sampel dengan purposive sampling, 

besar sampel 55 responden. Pengumpulan data menggunakan kuesioner dan 

obeservasi. Analisis data menggukanan chi square dengan derajat kepercayaan 95% (α 

= 0,05) dan odd ratio untuk menghitung rasio antara dua peluang dari dua kelompok 

yang berbeda. Hasil : Hasil penelitian didapatkan p-value sebesar 0,001 dan nilai OR 

17,25 yang berarti terdapat hubungan riwayat kesehatan dengan kepatuhan antenatal 

care pada ibu hamil trimester III di Wilayah Kerja Puskesmas Banyuputih Situbondo. 

Implikasi Keperawatan: Ibu hamil yang sehat harus diberikan dukungan dan 

pembinaan agar meningkatkan kesadaran akan pentingnya pemeriksaan antenatal care. 
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Background: Antenatal care adherence can be shown by the frequency of mother 

arrivals. Unfortunately, the prevalence of pregnant women coming for antenatal care 

is still quite low. Broadly speaking, maternal mortality can be caused by the low 

number of maternal visits during ANC due to delays in early detection of problematic 

pregnancies. Purpose: This study aims to analyze the relationship between medical 

history and adherence to ANC third trimester mothers in the working area of the 

Banyuputih Situbondo Health Center. Research method: This research design uses a 

correlational with a cross-sectional approach. The population size is 64 respondents. 

Selection of the sample by purposive sampling, sample size of 55 respondents. 

Collecting data using a questionnaire sheet and observation. . Data analysis uses chi 

square with a 95% degree of confidence (α = 0.05) and odds ratio to calculate the ratio 

between two odds from two different groups. Results: The results of the study obtained 

a p-value of 0.001 and the OR value is 17.25 which means that there is a relationship 

between medical history and antenatal care adherence in third trimester pregnant 

women in the Working Area of the Banyuputih Situbondo Health Center. Nursing 

Implications: Healthy pregnant women must be given support and guidance in order 

to increase awareness of the importance of antenatal care. 
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
