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This study aims to analyse the Communication Patterns of the Fisheries Service in 

the OKKE MASE program and the Benefits of the OKKE MASE program, which 

is a program promoting community empowerment through biofloc catfish 

cultivation and preventing children at risk of stunting. This research uses a 

descriptive qualitative approach with a case study method, which involves in-depth 

interviews with the Head of Division, Technical Assistance Team, and 

Beneficiaries. The results showed that there was a structured communication 

process and two-way communication, where all parties involved, from agency 

leaders, technical staff, and the general public, were able to obtain information, 

ideas, and feedback. This process not only provides good understanding, but also 

builds trust among all stakeholders. In addition, the role of local government is 

supportive in accelerating the reduction of stunting risk. This research is expected 

to provide insights for the Fisheries Service in developing the OKKE MASE
