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Minat merupakan keinginan terhadap sesuatu. Nyatanya berinvestasi di usia muda 

dapat mempersiapkan keuangan pada masa tua. Keinginan tersebut yang mungkin akan 

menumbuhkan minat berinvestasi pada platform saham syariah. Tujuan penelitian ini 

ialah mencari hubungan antara Literasi Keuangan Syariah, Pemahaman Investasi, dan 

Return terhadap minat berinvestasi pada platform saham syariah. Metode 

menggunakan penelitian kuantitatif, dan jenis penelitian inferensial. Objek penelitian 

ini yaitu Komunitas Belajar Saham Syariah Pemula Indonesia dengan populasi yang 

berjumlah 11.570 dengan jumlah sampel 103 responden sesuai rumus slovin. Teknik 

pengumpulan data memakai kuisioner Google Form. Data yang diperoleh di analisis 

menggunakan IBM SPSS 25. Adapun hasil penelitian ini memaparkan uji secara 

parsial literasi keuangan syariah berpengaruh negatif signifikan terhadap minat 

berinvestasi, pemahaman investasi berpengaruh positif signifikan terhadap minat 

berinvestasi, dan return berpengaruh positif signifikan terhadap minat berinvestasi. Uji 

secara simultan literasi keuangan syariah, pemahaman investasi dan return bersama-

sama berpengaruh positif dan signifikan terhadap minat berinvestasi pada platform 

saham syariah sebesar 57%.

Interest is the desire for something. In fact, investing at a young age can prepare 

finances for old age. This desire can foster interest in investing in Islamic stock 

platforms. The purpose of this study is to find the relationship between Sharia Financial 

Literacy, Investment Understanding, and Return on interest in investing in Islamic 

stock platforms. The method used is quantitative research, and the type of research is 

inferential. The object of this research is the Indonesian Beginner Sharia Stock 

Learning Community with a population of 11,570 with a sample size of 103 

respondents according to the slovin formula. The data collection technique used a 

Google Form questionnaire. The results of this study explain that the partial test of 

Islamic financial literacy has a significant negative effect on investment interest, 

investment understanding has a significant positive effect on investment interest, and 

return has a significant positive effect on investment interest. Simultaneous test of 

Islamic financial literacy, investment understanding and return together have a positive 

and significant effect on investment interest.
