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Hafalan Al-Qur’an merupakan bagian penting dalam pembentukan karakter spiritual
santri di pondok pesantren. Muhammadiyah Boarding School (MBS) Watukebo sebagai
lembaga pendidikan Islam memiliki program hafalan Al-Qur’an yang terstruktur dan terukur.
Latar belakang penelitian ini didasari oleh keinginan untuk mengetahui sejauh mana tingkat
hafalan santri serta strategi yang digunakan oleh pendidik dalam meningkatkan hafalan Al-
Qur’an tersebut. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui (1) tingkat hafalan Al-Qur’an santri
di MBS Watukebo, dan (2) strategi yang diterapkan oleh para pendidik dalam meningkatkan
hafalan santri. Metode penelitian yang digunakan adalah kualitatif deskriptif dengan teknik
pengumpulan data melalui observasi, wawancara, dan dokumentasi. Subjek penelitian adalah
para pendidik dan santri di MBS Watukebo. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa tingkat
hafalan santri diklasifikasikan menjadi tiga kategori: rendah, sedang, dan tinggi. Santri yang
sudah lancar membaca diperbolenkan mulai menghafal, dan beberapa di antaranya telah
mencapai 5-8 juz. Strategi pendidik dalam meningkatkan hafalan meliputi penggunaan metode
talaqqi (setoran hafalan), muraja’ah (pengulangan rutin), halagah (kelompok belajar),
penjadwalan waktu hafalan, serta pemberian reward sebagai bentuk motivasi. Kesimpulan
Menunjukkan keberhasilan hafalan santri sangat bergantung pada konsistensi dalam muraja’ah,
peran aktif pendidik, serta lingkungan belajar yang mendukung. Strategi yang terstruktur dan
variatif terbukti efektif dalam meningkatkan hafalan Al-Qur’an santri di Muhammadiyah
Boarding School Watukebo.
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Memorizing the Qur'an is an important part of forming the spiritual character of
students in Islamic boarding schools. Muhammadiyah Boarding School (MBS) Watukebo as
an Islamic educational institution has a structured and measurable Qur'an memorization
program. The background of this study was based on the desire to find out the level of
memorization of students and the strategies used by educators to improve memorization of the
Qur'an. This study aims to determine (1) the level of memorization of the Qur'an of students
at MBS Watukebo, and (2) the strategies applied by educators to improve memorization of
students. The research method used is qualitative descriptive with data collection techniques
through observation, interviews, and documentation. The subjects of the study were educators
and students at MBS Watukebo. The results of the study showed that the level of memorization
of students was classified into three categories: low, medium, and high. Students who are
already fluent in reading are allowed to start memorizing, and some of them have reached 5-8
juz. Educator strategies in improving memorization include the use of the talagqgi method
(memorization deposit), muraja‘ah (routine repetition), halagah (study group), memorization
time scheduling, and giving rewards as a form of motivation. The conclusion show success of
students’ memaorization is highly dependent on consistency in muraja‘ah, the active role of
educators, and a supportive learning environment. Structured and varied strategies have proven
effective in improving students' memorization of the Qur'an at Muhammadiyah Boarding
School Watukebo.
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
