Pendidikan agama islam berperan penting dalam pembentukan karakter kedisiplinan
santri. Salah satu bentuk pembiasaan religius yang efektif adalah pelaksanaan sholat
berjamaah. Namun, masih ditemukan santri yang kurang disiplin dalam menjalankan ibadah
tepat waktu. Faktor lingkungan dan rendahnya kesadaran beribadah menjadi penyebab utama
masalah tersebut. Sekolah berbasis boarding memiliki potensi besar dalam membina disiplin
melalui ibadah rutin. Muhammadiyah boarding school tanggul menjadikan sholat sebagai
program wajib. Oleh karena itu, penelitian ini' penting untuk mengkaji implementasi sholat
berjamaah.

Penelitian-ini menggunakan metode pendekatan kualitatif deskriptif dengan jenis
penelitian yang digunakan adalah studi kasus. Penelitian dilaksanakan di-Muhammadiyah
Boarding School Tanggul Jember dengan Teknik pengumpulan data melalui observasi,
wawancara, dan dokumentasi. Analisis data dilakukan melalui reduksi data, penyajian data,
dan penarikan Kesimpulan. Subjek penelitian adalah guru Pendidikan Agama Islam dan santri
MBS Tanggul serta keabsahan data diuji menggunakan Teknik triangulasi sumber.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa sholat berjamaah dilaksanakan secara terstruktur
dan konsisten. Santri boarding mengikuti sholat lima waktu berjamaah di lingkungan sekolah.
Sedangkan santri non-boarding diwajibkan mengikuti sholat dhuha dan dzuhur berjamaah.
Pembiasaan ini membentuk disiplin waktu dan kepatuhan terhadap tata tertib sekolah. Peran
guru sangat dominan sebagai pembimbing dan teladan bagi santri. Faktor pendukung utama
adalah sinergi antara guru dan system boarding school. Adapun hambatan yang ditemukan
adalah keterbatasan fasilitas wudhu.

Kesimpulan penelitian ini menunjukkan bahwa implementasi sholat berjamaah efektif
dalam meningkatkan karakter kedisiplinan santri dan menjadi sarana strategis dalam
pembentukan karakter religius di lingkungan sekolah.
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Islamic religious education plays an important role in shaping students’ disciplinary
character. One effective form of religious habituation is the implementation of congregational
prayer. However, there are still students who lack discipline in performing prayers on time.
Environmental factors and low religious awareness are the main causes of this problem.
Boarding-based schools have great potential to foster discipline through routine worship.
Muhammadiyah Boarding School Tanggul makes congregational prayer a compulsory
program. Therefore, this study is important to examine the implementation of congregational
prayer.

This research employs a descriptive qualitative approach using a case study design. The
study was conducted at Muhammadiyah Boarding School Tanggul Jember. Data were collected
through observation, interviews, and documentation. Data analysis was carried out through
data reduction, data presentation, and conclusion drawing. The research subjects were Islamic
Education teachers and students of MBS Tanggul, and data validity was tested using source
triangulation techniques.

The results show that congregational prayer is implemented in a structured and
consistent manner. Boarding students perform the five daily prayers in congregation at school,
while non-boarding students are required to perform dhuha and dzuhur prayers in congregation.
This habituation forms time discipline and compliance with school regulations. Teachers play
a dominant role as mentors and role models for students. The main supporting factor is the
synergy between teachers and- the boarding school system, while the main obstacle is the
limited availability of ablution facilities.

The conclusion of this study indicates that the implementation of congregational prayer

is effective in improving students’ disciplinary character and serves as a strategic means of
developing religious character in the school environment.
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
