This study aims to analyze the meaning of disappointment in the song lyrics
“Janji Palsu” by Baskara Putra (Hindia) using the semiotic approach of Charles
Sanders Peirce. Song lyrics are often used as a medium of expression to convey
emotional experiences, social criticism, and the songwriter’s perspective on the
reality of life. Through symbolic language, song lyrics may contain various
meanings that are not always expressed directly. Therefore, a semiotic approach is
used to understand the meaning contained in the song lyrics more deeply.
This research uses a qualitative method with a semiotic analysis approach. The
object of this study is the Ilyrics of the song “Janji Palsu” by Baskara Putra
(Hindia). Data collection techniques were conducted through documentation,
observation, and literature study. The data analysis was carried out by identifying
signs in the song lyrics based on Charles Sanders Peirce’s semiotic concept, which
includes representamen, object, and interpretant.
The results show that the lyrics of “Janji Palsu” contain various signs that
represent the meaning of disappointment toward. life, success, and social reality.
Expressions such as “‘success is only borrowed,” “numbness,” and “the world’s
false promises” illustrate inner conflict and a critical view of life filled with
uncertainty. This study shows that semiotic analysis can help reveal the emotional
meanings contained in song lyrics.
